
 

This photo shows the size of a baby at 12 weeks in 

the womb, along side a thumb.  At this stage the baby 

is able to swallow, feels and responds to skin stimula-

tion. Muscular movement has begun. The heart is 

beating, 99% of the muscles are present and brain 

activity within the babyõs soft scull is detectable.  The 

lie the pro-choice activists make is that even at this 

stage, the fetus is òjust a bunch of cells.ó Based on the 

above description those cells are alive and kicking.   

 

Godõs word makes it clear that killing is a sin.  Even from the first murder of Abel, God said 

to Cain, òWhat have you done? The voice of your brother's blood cries out to Me from the 

ground.ó  -  Genesis 4:10. But God is still faithful and just to forgive.  In the Youth Ministry 

we want to promote a pro-life stance, because it is biblical, so that the youth will not have 

to go through the continuous torment of memories and physical scarring because  such a 

decision was made. Many argue, òWhat if the person was raped?ó As horrendous and vio-

lent rape is to a victim, reported reasons for having abortions due to rape are only 4%.  The 

other 96% of the time, it is simply an unwanted pregnancy.  

 

We want the young men to know that believing the lie that abortion is the womanõs choice 

is also unbiblical. Men are the guardians of the life-giving seeds since God designed them to 

carry them. They are to be shared with oneõs wife for the purpose of bearing of children 

with her.  Not remaining pure, making the choice to have sex outside of the confines of 

marriage is not favorable in the sight of the Lord. Men are also called to love (1 Thessaloni-

ans 4:9) and to be blameless, and not violent (1 Timothy 3:2-3). God expects people not to 

kill (Exodus 20:13, Deuteronomy 5:17, Matthew 5:21 and Romans 13:9).  By paying for an 

abortion and remaining passive about it, they too have participated in that babyõs murder.  

But God is still faithful and just to forgive whenever we come to Him with a repentant 

heart. Minus the blasphemy of the Holy Spirit, which is to reject Jesus Christ, no sin is 

greater than the other.  God can forgive such an act. 

 

The  Youth ministry leaders and counselors continuously emphasize purity through scrip-

ture. We encourage parents to allow their sons and daughters to participate in all programs 

put together by the Bridge and Crossroads Ministry that deal with this topic.

Choosing To Home School My Teen  

Family Devotional Times  

lion can be a painful thing to 

watch as a  parent.  Choosing to 

Home School when the teen has 

been in the public school system 

for several years  was a new ex-

perience said one parent, Here is 

a summary of her testimony two 

daughter, two different outcomes:   

-- Her eldest daughter was not in 

favor of the changes. The mother 

had given her life to Christ, and  

lifestyle changes was too radical 

for her, at first.  The adjustment 

time was very hard as the Lord 

was dealing with the mother and 

daughter at the same time. For 

the mother, the freedom with her 

time and money came to a halt. 

She was now accountable to her 

husband, this was indeed very 

new.  God at the same time was 

pruning and shaping her daughter 

to be submissive, but she re-

mained rebellious. This daughter 

is now all grown up and has but 

has not surrendered her heart to 

the Lord.  

 

The experience with her second 

daughter is much different, as 

she started Home Schooling her 

at a younger age than the first.  

Sometimes the enemy comes in 

and makes her doubt her childõs 

progress. But she continues with 

it.  Both she and her husband are 

determined to teach their daugh-

ter how to live for Christ and 

not just survive or get through 

to the next day.  The time that 

she has with her current teen is 

very precious.  She contends 

that Home Schooling is not for 

everyone. Her background in 

education was very helpful. For 

any parent desiring to home 

school, she would ask, òWhat is 

your aim for your child?óñ 

Making the decision to Home 

School is a huge undertaking that 

requires prayer, planning and 

complete trust in the Lord.   

 

Many families within our body 

have chosen that route, but tak-

ing on that task while the child is 

a teenager is quite a challenge. 

Nonetheless, a few families de-

cided to take up this dynamic 

opportunity. Some chose to 

Home School their teen to pro-

tect them from the world. Oth-

ers to be more actively involved 

with their childõs academic devel-

opment.  For others it may have 

been due to a series of culminat-

ing circumstances, compounded 

by the Lordõs prodding.

The Youth Ministry is a big proponent of devotional timeðindividually and as a family. 

Devotional time are moments to seek the Lord  in prayer and reading Godôs holy word.  

When parents huddle with their teens, it gives them an opportunity to freely ask ques-

tions, discuss, research and learn more about Godôs character and His expectations of us 

while here on earth.  ñIts an opportunity for parents to glean where their child is spiritu-

ally,ò said Lavern Henry, ministry lead for The Bridge.   

 

Many families of the CCBLôs Youth Ministry make time to have devotions with their 

teens.  One parent said, ñThatôs how we start the day.ò When asked why, she responded  

they sit down with their children for two reasons. The first, to be obedient to Deuteron-

omy 6:5-9, which clearly states that parents are to teach their children about God and 

His ways. The second, is to teach her son to walk with the Lord, so as he gets older he will 

really know Him well.   

 

If you have not begun to have a consistent devotional time with your teens, START TO-

DAY!  It will be rewarding for all involved.   You can begin by going through one of the 

books of the Bible, or use one of the many resources available.

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The Calvary Chapel Breath of Lifeôs Bridge and Cross Roads Youth Ministryôs 2010 Winter Retreat was dynamic, fulfilling and a bless-

ing.  The YDI/Headwaters team did an excellent job with the organization and planning of the weekend.  Nineteen (19) youths  attended 

and were joined by eight  from Calvary Chapel Red Oak. 
 

The weekend was divided up into three formal sessions.  The first focused on 1 John 1ð3.  One of the main reference verses came from 

Mark 10.  Bartimaeus, a blind man in the city of Jericho, heard that Jesus had arrived and shouted for him as he wanted to be healed.  

People around him told him to be quiet, but he shouted for the Lord even louder.  Ronnie Breen the director for YDI/Headwaters encour-

aged the youth to cry out to Jesus, especially when being pressured to resist Him.  The second session, also lead by Breen, covered 1 

John 2.  This session was particularly powerful as four students rededicated their lives to Christ and one surrendered his heart to the 

Lord.  This was a joyous time for the counselors and ministry leaders, as much prayer and fasting had taken place over several months 

for the youths. Lavern Henry, youth ministry leader for Bridge Ministry (Junior High) said, ñRonnie asked the students,  how many of 

them had any struggles. Many responded.  He related it to 1 John 2:6 that they need to abide in Jesus, and rely on Him during struggles.ò 

He went on to say that Ronnie related our struggles to those of the  children of Israel and their journey through Egypt. The third and final 

group session focused on the lyrics of modern day music.  Brother James, a staff member of YDI/Headwaters focused on two songs, Jay 

Z and Alica Keysô, ñJay Z Empire State of Mind,ò and Britney Spearsô, ñ1,2,3.ò  Shocking lines within those songs included, ñHail Mary 

to the city//youôre a Virgin// And Jesus canôt save you// Life starts when the church ends,ò - Jay Z and ñAre - you in// Livin' in sin is the 

new thing (yeah)// Are - you in//I am countin'! 1, 2, 3//Not only you and me// Got one eighty degrees// And I'm caught in between// 

Countin' 1, 2, 3// Peter, Paul & Mary//Gettin' down with 3P,ò  - Brittney Spears.  The students were challenged to use the Bible as the 

litmus test for truth and relevancy.  These lyrics are simply a taste of what the world is feeding innocent minds. The purpose was to chal-

lenge the youth to pay attention to what they are listening to, as it is not just entertainment. Most of  the lyrics within todayôs songs are  

contrary to scripture.  
 

Ministry leader, Joseph ñJoeyò Timms, for the Cross Roads Ministry (High School) recounted the winter retreat he said, ñIt was fabu-

lous.  I saw the Lord work on the kids hearts during the Bible study.  The fellowship 

was sweet.ò Many of the counselors shared the same thoughts.  Daniel Unger said, I 

believe that this youth retreat was especially moving to the youth.  There were more 

opportunities for [the counselors] to share with them. I could see God breaking down 

barriers.  It really encouraged me.ò Brian Barnes stated that he too could see the Lord 

working in the youthsô hearts and was also encouraged.  Ola Igbon, another counselor 

said, ñ By their responses, it showed me how to pray for them in the areas they strug-

gle.ò  All the counselors enjoyed having opportunities in between the formal sessions 

to get to know the students.  Jamil Wansley said this, ñThere was consistent pouring 

out opportunities with the students; during walks, hiking in the snow or all together 

indoors.  The best moment was being put on the spot as a counselor and asked to share 

with the male youths what things I read during my devotional time.ò   

 

The Youth Ministry team would like to thank the parents of the 19 youths for allow-

ing their children the opportunity to participate.  This retreat is considered by all as 
one of the most encouraging.
